CETA protects products such as:

e beef, pork, sweetcorn - with limited, tariff-free
quotas

e poultry and eggs - by not opening its market.

Geographical Indications (Gls)
Promoting and protecting Europe’s flagship food

and drink products in countries outside the EU is a
top priority for CETA, as for any EU trade deal.

CETA allows 143 European products with the

status of Geographical Indications to be sold in
Canada. That gives them a similar level of
protection from imitations as EU law does.
